Non-violence has proven its power against arms and injustice
wherever it has been correctly understood and applied.

MALE ROLES, MASCULINITIES AND VIOLENCE : ACULTURE OF PEACE
PERSPECTIVE.

Ingeborg Breines, Robert Connell & Ingrid Eide (eds.), United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO), 2000.

The focus of this book is on approaches that favour masculine peacebuilding
capabilities rather than destructive ones. It contests the far-too-frequent views in the
socialisation of boy-children that aggressiveness, violence and force are an This book



tells the story of the Bougainville conflict - and the peace process that followed,
through the personal accounts of Bougainville aboriginal women

from all sides of the conflict whose commitment and determination played a crucial
part in the resolution of the conflict.

GENDER, PEACEBUILDING AND RECONSTRUCTION .

Carline Sweetman (ed.), Oxfam, 2005.

Gender stereotypes of conflict depict women and children as powerless victims, while
men are presented either as saviours or agents of violence. Reality is more complex.
Women need to be involved as decision-makers in peace and reconstruction
processes if a sustainable peace is to come about. Case studies come from India,
Kosovo, Nicaragua,Sierra Leone and Uganda.

MANEUVERS: THE INTERNATIONAL POLITICS OF MILITARIZI NG WOMEN’S
LIVES. Cynthia Enloe, University of California Press, 2000.

People who become militarised are not just executives and factory workers who make
fighter planes, land mines and intercontinental missiles. They are also the employees
of toy companies, clothing, stock brokerages and advertising agencies. Films that
equate action with war, condoms that are designed with camouflage patterns — all of
these contribute to militaristic values that mould our culture in both war and peace.

STATES OF CONFLICT: GENDER, VIOLENCE AND RESISTANCE .

Susie Jacobs et al, Zed Books, 2000.

The contributors emphasise women’s agency in both creating and challenging
conflict at different levels and across national and social spaces. Through case
studies and articles, they deliver insightful analyses on gendered violence in order to
make connections between global processes, conflicts at the state and community
levels and those taking place in households and between individuals.

The director is a New Zealander who
follows her sister (a human right's lawyer) as she works in Palestinian territories
during 2001 and 2002. A voice is given to those in the front line through introduction
to Jewish and Palestinian peace activists working at grass roots level.

London : Earth Reports, 2004

Liberia, West Africa. Over half of the population fled their homes in terror during its
long and bloody civil war. After fourteen years of anarchy, the international
community has arrived in force in an attempt to stabilise the country. Many see this
as Liberia’s last chance. With morethan 59,000 fighters (some of them children)
demobilised in the last three months and another 15,000 waiting to follow, this Life
programme reports on Liberia's attempts to find a way of engaging the former fighters
in rebuilding their country — to sustain the peace.

It is unusual for a country like New Zealand with so few people to have so many
international peacemakers. This is the story of eight peace people of Aotearoa New
Zealand. The waita and taonga puoro together with stunning photography of tohora
(whales) and aihe (dolphins) make this an inspirational and memorable documentary.

THIS HARD GROUND : LIFE IV (DVD)
London : Television Trust for the Environment (TVE), 2004

Away from the idyllic, tropical paradise beaches of Sri Lanka, a civil war has been
raging for the last twenty years. Jaffna, once a thriving port in the north of the island,
is now a decimated skeleton of a city: buildings have been flattened by bombs,
homes shot out and deserted. During the course of the war, around 800,000 people



were forced to leave their homes and all their possessions. Even though they were
displaced within their own country, they have lost everything: their livelihoods, their
community and often their families. This Life programme examines the fragile peace
and what it means to people who have fled because of the fighting. The film-makers
talk to the Sri Lankan army, the government and NGOs and ask what are the
prospects for a long-term political settlement and lasting peace.
